How a simple dental
infection spreads. More
than 8 out of 10 cats over
4 vears old suffer from
petiodontal disease, a con-
dition in which bacteria
attack the guin tissue,

As bacteria multiply on
the tooth surface, they
form a coating called
plaque. The bacteria form-
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ing the plaque produce
toxins, which irritate the
gums. In time, the plaque
mineralizes and hardens,
becoming calculus or tar-
tar. In response to the
development of plaque
and tartar, the gpums be-
come tender, red and
swollen. Eventually, the
inflamed gums pull away
from the teeth, creating
pockets that trap food
particles and provide an

pockets deepen, the
plaque and tartar can pro-
gress along the root of the
tooth, causing the tooth to
loosen.
